1. Subject and purpose of the Agreement

- the list of types of cooperation and obligations of the
Parties is not exhaustive and may be supplemented or
revised upon the agreement of the Parties, which is
formalized by additional agreements;

- cooperation of the Parties is carried out on the basis of
this Agreement and other agreements that may be
concluded by the Parties.

3. Mutual responsibilities

3.1. Within the framework of this Agreement, the Parties
are guided by the norms of the current legislation of
Jkraine, and interact on the principles of legality,
voluntariness, equality, transparency and openness,
mutual benefit and responsibility for the results of
cooperation.
3.2. The Parties interact with each other on matters of
fulfillment of the purpose of this Agreement through
authorized representatives delegated by the Parties to
consider issues arising during cooperation.
3.3. The Parties consent to the processing of personal data
in accordance with the laws of the European Union.

When performing this Agreement. the Parties
guarantee the confidentiality of the information
transmitted to each other and undertake not to disclose or
transfer the information received by them to third Parties,
except for cases provided for by the legislation of
European Union and with the written consent of the other
Party.

By signing this Agreement, each of the Parties, in
accordance with the Law of European Union, gives the

4. Liability of the Parties

4.1. In the event of disputed situations arising the
Parties shall settle through negotiations.

4.2, The Contracting Parties released from
responsibility for non-fulfilment or improper fulfilment of
the terms of this Agreement, if the violations of the terms
of the Agreement were the result of force majeure
circumstances, which the Parties were not aware of at the
time of signing the Agreement and which could not be
prevented by acceptable means.

4.3. Failure to inform or untimely notification deprives the
Party of the right to refer to force majeure circumstances
(circumstances of force majeure) as a basis for exemption
from responsibility.

- promotion of armed aggression against Ukraine;

- economic activity with companies in which the ultimate
beneticial owner and/or shareholder and/or person who
makes key decisions is the PEP of the aggressor state
and/or a person to whom Ukrainian or international
sanctions have been applied.

The Parties certify and guarantee that;

- do not maintain business relations with the aggressor
state. do not sell goods and/or services in the temporarily
occupied territories and/or to representatives of the
aggressor state, and/or do not provide other support for the
economic activity of the aggressor state;

- do not have branches, representative offices, separate
units, ete.. which are located and/or carry out economic
activities on the territory of the aggressor state.

6.0. This Agreement is drawn up in full understanding of
its terms and terminology in the Ukrainian and English
languages, one copy for each Party. The English language
of the contract takes precedence over the Ukrainian
langnage.
