12.2.7 Single-use policy: expanding services

The University understands that the effectiveness of environmental measures
depends not only on internal processes, but also on interactions with external
suppliers and contractors. Therefore, the policy of minimizing the use of single-use
items also extends to all third-party services and supply chains that serve the
University. This means that contractors working in the areas of catering, cleaning,
equipment supply and other services must comply with the University’s
environmental standards. The University conducts audits and checks of compliance
with these requirements, and also prefers to cooperate with companies that offer
sustainable development and minimal environmental impact.
