12.2.8 Minimization policy extended to suppliers

A key element of the university’s operational strategy is to ensure that environmental
and ethical standards are met not only within its own operations but also across all
suppliers. The policy to minimise the use of plastic and single-use materials applies
to suppliers of equipment, stationery, construction contracts and other goods and
services. This means that all partners must meet the university’s requirements for
sustainable resource management and waste minimisation. To this end, the
university introduces appropriate criteria in tenders, checks the documentation and
implementation of contract terms, and supports long-term partnerships with
responsible suppliers who are ready to innovate and adhere to the principles of
environmental safety.
