1.3.1. Lower financial quintile admission target

Poltava State Agrarian University in its educational policy actively implements
targeted admission mechanisms for students belonging to the lowest 20% of
household income groups in Ukraine. The University provides admission to the
budget form of education in accordance with the state order, which allows
individuals from low-income families to receive higher education free of charge.
Special attention is paid to the implementation of the lower financial quintile
admission target by introducing priority quotas for admission of orphans, persons
with disabilities, children from rural areas, internally displaced persons and other
socially vulnerable categories. The University supports the principles of
inclusiveness and equal access to education, creating conditions for the social
advancement of students from the lowest income groups.
