1.3.2. Lower Financial Quintile of Student Achievement

As part of ensuring educational equality, Poltava State Agrarian University sets
graduation and completion targets for students who belong to the bottom 20% of the
household income group. The University regularly monitors the academic
achievement of students from low-income families, takes measures of academic
support and mentoring. Particular attention is paid to reducing the risk of academic
dropout through flexible study load, individual consultations and preparatory
courses. These actions contribute to the successful completion of studies by students
from the lower financial quintile and are in line with the global priorities of ensuring
equal access to education.
