15.2.3 Maintain and enhance the biodiversity of existing ecosystems

The University carries out direct work to maintain and enhance biodiversity on campus and
surrounding areas. This includes scientific research, monitoring of the state of flora and fauna, as
well as practical measures to restore and preserve natural ecosystems, including those under threat.
Programs for the protection of rare species, the creation of protected areas, and the support of
natural habitats for animals and plants are also being developed. This activity allows the university
to play the role of an ecological center that contributes to the preservation of the natural heritage
of the region.
