15.3.2 Monitoring of IUCN and other protected species (policy)

The university has a policy that obliges to identify, monitor and protect species listed in
the IUCN Red List and national lists of nature conservation that live in areas where the
university operates. The policy includes regular field research, scientific analysis and
collaboration with conservation organizations to ensure that these species and their
habitats are adequately protected. As a result, the university’s environmental
responsibility is enhanced and the conservation of rare and endangered species is
supported.
