2.3.1. Lack of food and hunger among students

Poltava State Agrarian University has implemented a comprehensive program to
ensure food security for students, which allows for effective prevention of hunger
and lack of food among students. There are two full-fledged dining rooms and
several buffets on the university territory, where students can purchase high-quality
and affordable food. In addition, the dormitories have created appropriate conditions
for self-cooking - equipped kitchens with the necessary appliances. For socially
vulnerable students, mechanisms for social material support are provided, including
food assistance.
