POLICY ON MINIMIZING DISPOSABLE ITEMS

Poltava State Agrarian University strives to consciously minimize disposable
items in favor of using reusable ones.

1. General provisions:

1.1 This Regulation defines the principles of the policy of Poltava State Agrarian
University (hereinafter referred to as the University) on reducing the use of disposable
items and implementing the principles of sustainable development.

1.2. The Policy is mandatory for students, scientific and pedagogical workers,
administrative staff and other participants in the educational process.

1.3. The purpose of the Regulation is to reduce the amount of disposable waste,
reduce the negative impact on the environment and form an ecological culture in the
university environment.

2. Main objectives of the policy:

2.1. Promoting the replacement of disposable items with reusable or
environmentally friendly alternatives.

2.2. Implementing responsible consumption practices in educational and
administrative activities.

2.3. Ensuring conditions for reducing waste and its further recycling.

2.4. Formation of environmental awareness among students and employees.

3. Basic principles and measures

3.1. Refusal of plastic:

- ban on the sale and distribution of disposable plastic cups, straws and bags in
the University premises

- use of biodegradable or compostable materials, if it is impossible to do without
disposable products.

3.2. Replacing disposable items with reusable ones:

- use of reusable dishes in canteens, cafes and during official events;

- giving preference to thermo cups, metal/glass water bottles, eco-bags;

- minimizing waste using available methods and getting rid of unnecessary
things that you do not use, but not through the trash, but in more sustainable ways,
such as donations;

- using solid shampoos instead of shampoos in bottles is an excellent saving of
space and resources in the production of plastic. They usually have a natural
composition, so they do not harm the environment and have a very good effect on the
hair. Solid shampoos resemble soap only in shape, while their composition is
completely different. Before buying, we recommend reading reviews about the brand;

- replacing a synthetic washcloth with a natural loofah washcloth. And it will
not harm the environment, because the loofah is of plant origin and quickly
decomposes in nature;

- if possible, refuse checks. They are printed on paper with quite toxic additives,
so it will not work to throw checks in the waste paper. And it is better not to pick them
up again, and even more so not to let children play with them;

- do not take a bag where possible. Even despite the ban on the free distribution
of plastic bags, sellers sometimes habitually pack everything in a bag. However, a
tomato and a cucumber will not quarrel in one package for two, and a bunch of
bananas, a box of medicines from the pharmacy or a children's toy do not need
packages at all.



- use a reusable water bottle. It is always worth having it at hand so as not to
look for a store and not buy unnecessary plastic.

- use reusable utensils. Maybe not for every walk, but you can definitely take
them on vacation or on a picnic.

4. Infrastructure support

- installation of drinking water filling points for filling your own bottles;

- organization of a waste sorting and collection system for further recycling;

5 Educational and information activities

- Conducting campaigns for students and staff on the harm of disposable items
and the benefits of replacing them.

- Inclusion of the topic of sustainable consumption in educational programs and
university events.

6. Procurement and suppliers

- inclusion of environmental criteria in tenders and contracts for the supply of
products and services;

- preference for suppliers who adhere to the principles of environmental
responsibility;

7. Monitoring

- regular assessment of policy results (volume of waste, level of replacement of
disposable items).
