identifying the peculiarities of conducting agrarian business in different countries;

international markets under the economic globalization conditions.

— solving tests (on topics 1, 2, 4, 6, 8, 9, 10, 11, 13, 14 students have 10 test
tasks). Points: from 0-1 (0.1 points for each correct answer); (on topics 3,5,7,12,15,
students have 20 test tasks that combine the previous topics Points: 0-2 (0.1 points for
each correct answer).

— survey, participation in the discussion — during the study of the class, the
student of higher education participates in a survey and discussion on each topic in
order to master the program learning outcome.

(on topics 1,2,4,6,8,9,10,11,13,14, students can receive points from 0 to 1: 0 —

student does not answer any of the questions asked; 1 — students completely

answers the questions and fully possesses the material related to the learning
outcome on the topic of the discussion;

on topics 3, 5, 7, 12, 15, students have questions that combine the previous topics

Points: 0-2: 0 — students do not answer any of the questions; 1 — during the

answers, students do not fully master the material related to the learning outcome

on the topic of the discussion; 2 — students of higher education fully answer the
questions and fully possesses the material related to the result of the study on the
topic of the discussion).

- report/essay/ presentation/ cases/ calculation tasks — during the study of the
academic class, the student of higher education in practical classes necessarily prepares
a report, abstract, works on cases and calculation tasks and receives appropriate points
for work in the class (0-1 point for topics 1,2,5,6,9,10 ,11,14 — 0 points if the student did
not complete the task in the practical session, 1 point — the task is done, for topics
4,8,13, the student can receive from 0 to 4 points, since the student must demonstrate
the generalized results of work in previous classes : 0 points — the task is not completed;
1 point — the task is completed fragmentarily, 2 points — the task is completed by 50 %,
3 points — the task is completed in full, but contains errors and deficiencies, 4 points —
the task is completed completely without errors and deficiencies.

— self-execution of tasks — students do self-execution of tasks by all topics of the
class. The main result of self-execution of tasks is the international agribusiness project
justification. The student of higher education receives the final grade for the project (the
result of self-execution of work) at the end of the course during the presentation of the
project (topic 15), at the same time, intermediate results are evaluated during the study
of topics 3, 7, 11), points from 0 to 5: 0 points, the volume of self-execution of tasks is
not completed, 1 point — the volume of tasks is completed from 10 % to 20 %, 2 points
— the volume of tasks is completed from 21 % to 40 %, 3 points — the volume of tasks is
completed from 41 % to 60 %, 4 points — the volume of tasks is completed from 61 %
to 80 %, 5 points — the volume of tasks is completed from 81 % to 100 %.

In addition, a student can get additional alternative points by participating in the
COIL (Collaborative Online International Learning) international project, the YEP
international project, an international, national or other conference, as well as by
transferring the results of other forms of non-formal education.
