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ELECTRONIC PRESENTATION MATERIALS IN THE INTERPRETATION
OF LEARNING RESULTS IN PHILOLOGICAL DISCIPLINES

Modern information learning space is filled with auxiliary electronic resources and information and commu-
nication technologies that contribute to a more thorough acquisition of knowledge and the formation of special
competencies of higher education students. But the widespread using of computer technology in the study of phil-
ological disciplines requires compliance with special characteristics for their implementation in the educational pro-
cess of modern higher education.

Modern multimedia software has great potential in displaying information that directly affects the motivation
of the listener and speaker, the speed of perception of the material, fatigue and efficiency of the educational process
in general.

Multimedia presentation is the preparation of material using hardware and software.

The most effective methods of using electronic presentation in the study of disciplines of philological direc-
tion:

— The use of presentations in the classroom during the consolidation of educational material. A presentation
containing images, graphs, tables, formulas helps to systematize and structure information with the help of visual
examples.

—Visual demonstration of the process (construction of diagrams, tables, modeling of scientific processes,
construction of maps, etc.).

— Presentation on the results of individual and group projects. Development by students (individually or in a
group) of a presentation to accompany their own report; creation of photo albums as reports on a group of students
conducting research as part of project activities.

— Joint study of information sources and materials of the lesson (for example, discussion of works of art
based on multimedia encyclopedias, scanned graphics or materials obtained from the Internet).

— Conducting additional classes in the computer room, when students who are behind or absent, inde-
pendently study the materials on the basis of presentations;

— Work with test systems and simulators, formed in the form of a presentation, for self-monitoring and self-
examination.

— The presentation is also used during block classes or long consultations before exams in philological dis-
ciplines.

Among all the tools of cognition, the interpretation of learning outcomes with the help of multimedia presen-
tations allows you to most widely represent knowledge in different graphical ways. Working with the tools of muliti-
media presentations, students have at their disposal the richest arsenal for self-expression of the studied material.
Electronic presentations help to implement a creative approach to the process of leaming and presenting knowledge
in the study of disciplines of philological orientation.
